Dear Governor Perry, Governor Dewhurst, and Speaker Straus:

We write to express our support for your instruction that state agencies cut their spending in the

current biennium as a first step toward addressing the probable shortfall in the 2012-13 biennium.

We understand that these cuts will save the state $1.2 billion over the remainder of the 2010-11
biennium. It is essential that we continue to make budget cuts and reforms the centerpiece of our

efforts to balance the budget without raising taxes.

As you know, Texas met a multi-billion dollar shortfall in 2003 without raising taxes by reducing
spending and finding efficiencies within existing programs. One legacy of the 2003 budget cuts is the
fiscal strength that Texas has had since. Budget cuts did not result in a social or economic crisis. Instead,
they positioned our state to be the nation’s fiscal powerhouse for almost a decade, and have helped

Texas weather the current economic downturn better than all other states.
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These current biennium reductions are a sound first step and set the good example for keeping the state
on the right path. Central to the task of repeating the success of the 2003 budget will be a renewed
focus on the state’s core responsibilities and functions, with the goal of eliminating discretionary and
wasteful spending that fall outside clear constitutional obligations, and to implement reforms in major

program areas.

Thank you for your fiscally conservative leadership on this vital matter. We stand ready to work with

you to balance the 2012-13 state budget without raising taxes in order to assure Texas’ continued

economic recovery.
